SECTION XII - HYDRAULICS

HYDRAULIC DESIGN OF BRIDGE OPENINGS
No. 12.01

Hydraulic design of bridge openings shall be in accordance with the Georgia Manual on Drainage Design for Highways.  Hydraulic studies and preliminary layouts for projects that have FHWA oversight shall be submitted to the FHWA for approval.  For all projects, the original of the hydraulic study shall be sent to the General Files, with a copy to the Project Manager, and copy to Bridge Office files.  All reports shall have a distinctive cover sheet regardless of contents.

When available, USGS Hydraulic Reports will be included and become a part of the report.

COAST GUARD PERMITS
No. 12.02

Coast Guard permits are sometimes required for bridge construction projects over navigable waters.  The Office of Environment/Location (OEL) will make the determination as to whether a permit is required.  If required, the Office of Bridge Design will apply for the permit.  When preliminary work begins on bridges over navigable waters, the designer shall provide to the OEL the following information:

1.
The Project cover sheet, Typical Section, and Plan and Profile sheets in the area of the bridge.

2.
A copy of portion of the county map with the bridge location indicated.

3.
A request that OEL determine if a permit is necessary.
